There will be a message on the CAER line and Deer Park OEM will be notified.  Dodie from Odjfell reported that on Tuesday November 10, 2009at 3:45pm, there was an odor noticed within their facility.  The leak was found and repaired and the all clear was at 7:30pm.  She also stated that when she tried to report the incident to LEPC that she had trouble, because the person on the other end of the phone did not know what to do with her information.
